Every student is expected to present themselves in full uniform every day. Please ensure that 

all items of your child’s school uniform are clearly marked. All items of the school uniform must 

be kept in good condition.  

  

All students of Scoil Uí Mhuirí are expected to wear the full school uniform coming to and 

going from school.  

Students are expected to:  

✓ Wear the correct school uniform, at all times, during the school day, including the journey 

to and from school.  

✓ Wear the correct P.E. uniform to school on the day they have P.E only. 

✓ Students represent themselves, their families, and the school. They should be clean, 

presentable, and neat.  

✓ Plain black/navy footwear should be worn. 

✓ Health & Safety considerations dictate that students may NOT wear any jewellery in PE and 

practical lessons.  

✓ Students in full school uniform will have access to classes.    

✓ In the first instance students out of uniform may be offered a replacement piece, a phone 

call will be made to Parent(s)/Guardian(s) to make them aware. 

✓ Further to this you may not have access to class until a Parent(s)/Guardian(s) drops in the 

correct uniform item. 

✓ Ongoing failure to follow expectations will result in consequences being applied in line with 

the Code of Behaviour 

✓ Full school uniform must be worn on all school trips (unless specified otherwise). Failure to 

do so may result in the student not being allowed to go on the trip. 

✓ The school authorities reserve the right to adjudicate on the appropriateness of 

logos/symbols displayed by a student and may require removal of same.
